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VERIFICATION OF CONTAINERS SEALS AT THE GATE
The following procedure is applicable to the checkers and security guards. In this case they will have to work closely together in order to make this procedure work properly.

SECURITY GUARDS 

The guard will let three (3) city trucks come in the Terminal. He will then close the security gate in order to let the checker complete his task of checking the container seal.

Once the checker has completed his task, he will then inform the guard in order for him to replace the trucks as they leave.
CHECKERS AT THE IN-GATE:
Once the gate is closed, the checker will have to meet the drivers and verify the seal number and the information on their interchange.

Once verified, the checker will initial their name beside the seal number on the interchange.

In the case of a road train, seals may not be in a position to be actually verified. In this case the checker will at least try to visualise a seal and annotate the interchange as ‘’Road train’’
‘’seen’’ with his initials.

The checkers will then sign the interchange and re-direct the drivers to the checkers trailer for purpose of final distributions of the copies of the interchange.

Once all trucks have been verified the checkers must inform the security guard in order for him to replace the trucks as they leave.

CHECKERS AT THE OUT-GATE:

Once the truck comes to a halt, the checker must verify the concordance between the container number on the interchange and the actual container on the truck. Also, the seal number must be checked, marked on the interchange and signed.

In the case of a road train, seals may not be in a position to be actually verified. In this case the checker will at least try to visualise a seal and annotate the interchange as ‘’Road train’’
‘’seen’’ with his initials.
